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Abstract: This study aims to explore migrant children's changes in social adaptation and
self-enhancement over time and the relationship between them, based on a one-semester-long
follow-up survey of 335 migrant children from public schools in Guiyang City with the Social
Adaptation Scale for Children and Adolescents, and the Self-enhancement Questionnaire. The
results show the following: (1) The migrant children’s social adaptation and self-enhancement
in interpersonal friendliness, participation in activities, and social vitality tended to be better
over time, and the migrant children out of the elementary school students made significantly
greater progress than the junior high school students in social adaptation and self-enhancement;
(2) the migrant children's social adaptation and self-enhancement were significantly and
positively correlated; and (3) their social adaptation and self-enhancement could mutually
predict each other.
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
